ANTICANCER AGENT HALAVEN® IN AUSTRALIA         
Eisai Co., Ltd. (Headquarters: Tokyo, President & CEO: Haruo Naito, “Eisai”) announced today that its 

Australian pharmaceutical sales subsidiary Eisai Australia Pty. Ltd. has received approval from the 

Australian Department of Health and Aging to market the anticancer agent Halaven® (eribulin mesylate) 

for the treatment of patients with locally advanced 





disease. Studies show that only one in five metastatic breast cancer patients are expected to live more than five 

years. 

In the United States, approximately 200,000 women are newly diagnosed with advanced breast cancer each 

year, and over 40,000 pass away from the disease. In Europe, breast cancer strikes 110 out of every 100,000 

people, with 38 out of every 100,000 losing their lives to the disease. With the number of patients increasing 

steadily year after year, breast cancer is considered to constitute an area with high unmet medical needs.
